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ABSTRACT 

 

HIV (Human Immunodeficiency Virus) is a type of virus that attacks the 

human immune system and can cause AIDS. HIV/AIDS is still an infectious disease 

with a high incidence rate that mostly occurs in adolescents. Indonesia is a country 

with the highest HIV/AIDS cases in Southeast Asia. Changes that occur in 

adolescents result in high curiosity about something and try new things. This study 

aims to determine the difference in the average level of adolescent knowledge about 

HIV/AIDS which is given online through video media and booklets at SMK N 1 

Stabat. 

This type of research was a quasi-experimental study with a pretest-posttest 

with control group design which will be held in July 2021. The sample of this study 

was class X students at SMK N 1 Stabat who were randomly selected with a sample 

of 60 people. Data analysis used Mann Whitney and N-Gain tests. The measuring 

instrument used was a questionnaire. 

The results of this study showed that there was a difference in the average 

level of knowledge between the two groups with a value of Sig = 0.000 and video 

media with a percentage of 61% which was quite effective in increasing knowledge 

compared to booklet media with a percentage of 36%. Suggestions for SMK N1 

Stabat  to be able to use video media as a medium for teaching materials. 
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
